Assign an adult Water Watcher to supervise the pool/spa area,
especially during gatherings. i -

Look at the pool area first if a child is missing.
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Cover or empty Inflatable pools when not in use b
Mount rescue equipment by the pool, such as lifesavin f',‘ng,
Shepherd’s Hook, and CPR sign. “'!

‘ Have a phone near the pool. Post 9-1-1 emergency telegone
number on the phone and physical address of the pool.

Never keep toys around or in a pool.
